Windows 11, Windows 2008 Server, Windows Small Business Server 2011, Windows 

Server 2012, Windows Server 2012 R2, Windows Server 2016, and Windows Server 

2019 (all 32- and 64-bit versions). 

For Windows Vista and Windows 2008 Server you will find user data under \Users\

USER\AppData\Roaming\LANCOM\ and the application files under \ProgramData\

LANCOM\.

When upgrading to LANtools 8.50 or newer, all existing user- and application data is 

moved to the corresponding folders.

	→ In the VLAN port list of the LANCOM R88x routers, the interfaces ‘Bundle-1’ 

and ‘Bundle-2’ were missing.

	→ On the WAN port of the LANCOM 1800EF(W)(5G) routers, private mode could 

be switched off, although this is not technically intended for this port (private 

mode is always active).

	→ In LANconfig, it was not possible to use DNS targets and station objects in 

parallel in an IPv4 firewall rule.

	→ If the password of an encrypted configuration backup contained a ‘+’ 

character, the encrypted configuration backup could no longer be decrypted 

and transferred to the LANCOM device.

LANmonitor
	→ When a firmware update was performed on LCOS LX access points monitored 

with LANmonitor, LANmonitor crashed abruptly.

	→ Instead of the status ‘Hold down’ the LANmonitor showed a numerical value at 

the VRID in the path ‘VRRP’.

	→ If the address field for a DNS server was left blank in the configuration of an 

IPv4 dial-up range for IKEv2 connections (in the menu ‘VPN → IKEv2 → IPv4 

addresses’), LANconfig automatically set the IP address ‘0.0.0.0’, which meant 

that the LANCOM router was used as the DNS server for this entry. If the field 

is now left blank, a DNS server does not exist for this entry.

	→ In the setup wizards for configuring IPoE connections with static addresses in 

Australia, one no longer received the input windows for the IP addresses, but 

exited the wizard without being able to store the fixed IP addresses.
